In December 1997 this Association, a
foundation member of the League, along
with most of the Clubs, supported the
formaticn of a Naticnal Rugby League
{NRL] to conduct the National Premiership
Comnpetition.

Origin, International and Final Series

Game structure faces heavy review in the
coming months and as an Association we
will be affected by such decisions. Reports
have been prepared focusing on
organisation and structure reviewing the
impact on the League due to the
formation of the National Rugby League.
The many unanswered questions and
constitutional complications need
resolution before the commencement of
next season,

The impact of a national competition
must be addressed by our Assocdiation. It
should not be assumed that the NSW
Referees Association will automatically be
the producers of the NRL referee or
refereeing related officials. The VEL
having broadened its structure nationaily
to the AFL sadly has seen the emergence
of an elite umpiring squad which in the
main has clearly separated itself from the
grass roots levels and the benefits of
association neglected. It would be very

disappointing to see our referees go
down this path.

Seascn 1998 was long and arduous but
by nc means disastrous. The highs of
State of Crigin and a number of semi final
fixtures outwelighed the lows of some
overail mediocre club performances and
tack of on-field discipline. We face a
coming season already with changes,
one less NRL fixture, possibly more, the
new first division premiership likely
including teams from country NSW, a
State Cup Knockout competition. There
will be greater competition, the inevitable
disappointments and frustrations.

The strength of our Association will be
critical in facing these future
developments.

| thank you for the privilege of
representing you at the NSWRL and lock
forward to a strong member comrmitment
in the Association in the coming months.

NATIONAL RUGBY LEAGUE REFEREES COACH REPORT

At the conclusion of a report which [ wrote
last year as Optus Cup Referees’ Coaching
Co-ordinator, | said that 1998 would bring
with it a whole new raft of challenges. |
may not be Nostradamis, however, a truer
word has never been uttered.

It is history now that a resoiution to the
war which racked our game was found
at Christmas time last year. It meant that a
great deal of work was required prior to
the start of the competition. As far as
clubs were concerned, little changed
interrially. All that happened was that
they would piay against some different
teams in a competition controlled by
different bodies.

Refereeing (and the NRL itself was
different. We had to put together,
quickly, two sides of a previously bitter
conflict and have them working in perfect
harmony for the start of the competition.
Nat an easy task.

Cn January 12, 1998, the Joint
ARL/Super League sub-committee on
referees met at Phillip Street. The
Association was represenited at that
meeting by the President, lan McCall. The
sub-committee dealt with issues involving
steucture, appointments, coaching
methodology, accreditation, payments,
uniforms and the Referees’ Association.
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The sub-committee, in the spirit of co-
operation and conciliation, required one
meeting only to determine all issues and
draft resolutions to the rnew Boards. As far
as the Association was concerned, the
most critical issue was that any member
of the NRL squad MUST be a member of
the Association, thus retaining the
Association’s position as the supplier of
referees to the major competition.

in a major organisation change, the
previous co-ordinator’s job was split
between a specialist coach and a referees
manager who had responsibility for all
administration tasks in relation to
refereeing, Including liaison with the
Association. Eventually, Graham Annesley
undertook that role and, no doubt, there
were a number of fruitful discussions
between the Association and himself.

The major structural change to refereeing
was simply that there was now an NRL
squad of referees. Of course, there always
has been a squad of first grade referees
as opposed to reserve grade referees but
this was formalised this year to come
under the control of the NRL. It raised a
number of [sometimes) serious logistical
problems which needed urgent attention.
Hawever, constant liaiscn with the NSW
Rugby League through Dennis Spagaring,
resolved most problems and | am grateful
to him for his assistance in this area,

The NRL squad operates in a slightly
different manner to the NSW squad in
that its physical training requirements are
based on attendance at small group
sessions throughout Australia and

New Zealand. At six weekly intervals, the
group undergoes testing by well loved
trainers, Peter Murray and John Colernan,
who prepare a detailed report on the
results. Qver the period of a year

or so, interesting comparisons are
possible both between referees and also

highlighting an individuals performance. |
think that the added information and
competitior: ensures that referees

are becoming far fitter than they have
ever been.

Match day emphasis moved from
reporting to coaching assistance and
support. Terrific for referees no doubt but
the information required to suppoert the
appointment process is clearly &
problem. Following & recent forum of
stakeholders in the NRL refereeing
fraternity, a review of procedures will be
undertaken. None of this is critical of the
efforts of lan Smith and Kevin Roberts
whose support as selectors [ appreciate.

Touch judging Is an area where | need
helpl | certainly do not apolcgise for
recruiting Max Tomsett who, | believe,
has a better insight into touch judging
than anyocne else past or present. if they
look like fighting words, you had better
believe it. Max is a fine man whose sole
motivation is to better the game. others
might take note.

Now! Full time referees, | believe that
being a full time referee can be a massive
advantage to the individual and the
organisation. The full time squad
undertook an ambitious project which
involved cngoing development activities
in New South Wales and Queensland
country areas. Based on video tape
presentation and on fleld physical
training, the feedback from participants
has been overwhelming. The project is
certain to be expanded and medified for
the needs of individual areas next year.
That is not to say that part-time refereeing
is nat possible in the future or that they
will be overlooked in the selection
process. My sole commitment in
appeinting referees is to put the best
people in the jobs. Full stop. Performance
on the field is the major criteria. Speaking

coaching structure to the benefit of each
referee/touch judge.

Of particular success this year was the
performance of referees at the Junior
Representative Level, OF major influence
was the tireless work put in by the
NSWRLR Association coaches Mr Mick
Ryar, Max Dunn and Les Matthews. |
would like to be put on the record my
special thanks to these gentiemen for
their unselfish waork.

A new initiative at Junior Representative
Level, which was a great success and
assisted the referees’ enormously, was the
adoption of the communication
equipment between Touch Judges and
referees in all games. Also referees in the
Junicr Representative squad participated
in a number of video review sessions held
during the season, this aliowed them to
participate and become familiar with
what is required with graded referees in
the control of games.
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Appointing referees always requires
accurate information of each refereas
performance from his previous game. In
this aspect we were very fortunate in
having an Advisory Board which
performed admirably. What made the
Advisory Board special this year was the
inclusion of a number of new members
that Instilied new blood and purpose,

The Metropolitan Cup competition this
year has been very competitive and
successful in bath grades. It continued to
show progress, which is very pleasing. It
is also a very good competition for
referees to show their wares.

Congratulation to Messrs Mark Oaten,
Brian Bonnie, Kevin Russell, Rick Lewis
and Frank Leonard who controlled the
First Grade Grand Fina! and to Messrs
Rod Lawrence, Phill Battin, Luke Penfold,
Scott Tadd and Mario Cafarelli who
controlled the reserve grade Grand Final.

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Season 1997 was a very difficult and
challenging season for the NSWRL because
of the split competition between ARL and
Super League, It brought particular
challengers to the refereeing ranks.

With the unification of the two
competitions one would think that season
1998 wouid have been particularly difficult
for referees, both on the field and off the
field. That proved absolutely correct.

A committee to review refereeing issues
was set up by the ARL/Super League
partnership board at the start of season
1998. The committee, formed by
representatives of the NSWRFL, Super
League, club coaches from both 1997
league competitions and the NSWRLR
Assaciation, made a number of
recommendations for approval by the
partnership board.

Amongst the recommendations there was
the predominant cne which put forward
that the new National Rugby League
games should be controlled/officiated by
a squad of referees as a separate identity
to other referees that control lower grade
competitions such as Presidents Cup,
Metropaiitan Cup and Junicr
Representative games. This caused the
creation of the NRL squad of referees and
the NSWRFL squad of referees. Over
season 1998 this created a number of
problems and opportunities. The major
problems were:

1. The insufficient movement of referees
between the two squads which did iead
to & moraie problem.

2. The lack of interchange of ideas/
communication that always existed when
ali referees trained and socialised
together. Two squads adopting different
methods of training and in different
focations caused this to occur.

3. The integration back together of Super
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League and ARL referees. A harmanious
integration | thought would be difficult to
achieve at the start of season 1998,
however, | feel this issue is behind us
now and | must congratulate every
referee for being so professional.

The creation of the NRL and NSWRL
squad did allow the NSWRL squad
members to gain the opportunity of
controlling the Presidents Cup {No.2
game] on Grand Final day. This was not
previousiy possible because First Grade
members did eventually controtf all semi-
finals and grand finals,

This created a very pasitive and
competitive atmosphere between our
squad members counteracting the
drawbacks of the two separate squads. It
gave the opportunity to our best
performed referee Mr Mark Oaten, Touch
Judges Mr Brian Bannie and Mr Kevin
Russell, In goal Judges Mr Frank Leonard
and Mr Rick Lewis to contro! the number
two game on Grand Final day. All officials
performed particularly well in what | think
was the best and most competitive game
on the day.

I must wholeheartedly thank the
NSWRLRA, its President Mr lan McCall and
Executive for the help given to me in
trying to, and | think succeeding in
creating a positive atmosphere amongst
our active referees that lead to very good
on field performances all season.

A number of new initiatives were
undertaken in season 1998 to help
improve the performance of each
individual referee,

One of the new initiatives this season was
to appoint an Association referee/touch
judge coach to concentrate his coaching
efforts on one particular grade. This
allowed a much more personalised
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of which, Bili Harrigan deserves plaudits
for his season which inciuded three State
of Origin matches, the inaugural NRL
Grand Final and test appointments in
Great Britain. A fine achievement.

Making their first grade debuts this season
were Steve Chiddy and Rod Lawrence. At
the other end of the experience scale,
David Manson missed the season through
injury but is determined to fight back
while Eddie Ward stepped down mid year
due to illness. Their experience (both Test,
State of Origin ard Grand Final referees)
was missed during the season. Also,
without fanfare, Graham Annesley retired
to take up an administrative role with the
NRL. Graded in 1977 at the age of 10, he
has been one of Leagues great survivors.

I regard the last twelve months as being
the hardest in the twenty one seascns
since | was graded in 1978, | have
attempted to support the Association and
its members at every opportunity.

SPONSORSHIP CO-ORDINATOR'S REPORT - 1998

Fellow Members,

As the season has now drawn to a close
we can reflect on what has been a mixed
bag in the areas of spansorship
administration.

We have worked very hard to ensure that
our active members received the now
expected. high level of quality in the
areas of coaching, training and
equipment, so that their ability to
continue ta perform at the ever expected
high standard is made easier for them.

We continued to provide our affiliated
District Associations with the level of
support necessary to help them function
in an environment where financial and
professional assistance is provided.
Assistarce in this area was increased this

year with the implementation of a
Coaching and Develcpment Scheme.
Under this scheme District Associations
were invited to apply, outfining full details
of their proposed plans, coaching
appointments, training details,
recruitment programmes etc. These
proposals were then assessed in
conjunction with previously outlined
criteria and grants to a maximum of
$1,000 per Asscciation were dispersed,
with the more active or progressive
Associations rewarded accordingly.

This year the Assaciation worked in close
fiaison with the Country Rugby League
Referees Association to forrmulate a plan
to provide them with a vastly increased
level of assistance i areas where it was
Jointly agreed that maximum benefits to
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country referees would be obtained. With
the assistance of spensorship, the
N.S.MV/.R.L. Referees Association will now
provide an agreed level of funding for:
{a) Two Development Officers appointed
by CRL Referees Association,

(b) Reimbursement of travel expenses
incurred by CRLRA executive officers in
carrying out their duties,

{c) Annual Serninar held at Wollongong.
{d) Accommodatior costs for nominated
groups of country referees to attend and
take part in N.S.W.R.L. Referees Assn
training/coaching sessions in Sydney.

Hapefully these programmes will be
beneficial to the many country Group
Associations and help to overcome some
of the many disadvantages they meet due
to the geographics of the many areas.

Our efforts in all these areas of support
are beginning to be frustratingly
hamstrung by the uncertainty of the level
of future funding and the level of control
that we will hold over these funds. It is to
be hoped that these matters can be
addressed and the necessary agreements
made, to enable us to return t¢ some
period of stabiiity so that positive future
planning is possible.

Cur Sponsorship Liaison Officer, Lindsay
Plowes, continued his effective work in
the areas of personal invitations to our
sponsors personnel for the various
important football matches and social
functions held throughout the year. |
once again would like to thank our many
members who made thelr time available
to assist with the entertainment of these
very important guests.
